Maps showing possible sources of pollution, environmentally sensitive areas and priorities for protection.
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Regional Contingency Plan maps will be used in a case of a big oil pollution incident. When a large spill occurs many miles from shore in a remote area it may be not clear for some time where the oil will come ashore. Due to that reason the first requirement to these maps is to cover large areas, showing the most important resources in all possible directions where oil slicks may drift.  

At a later stage of an oil spill incident it may become clear that oil is drifting to a particular part of the coastline. In this case there will be need from more detailed maps. These more detailed operational maps could be developed on the base of the above maps for the purposes of each National Contingency Plan of the Black Sea countries

The maps presented hereafter are as follows:

· ENVIRONMENTALLY SENSITIVE AREAS

The Environmental Sensitivity Index (ESI) maps include information for three main components - shoreline classification, sensitive biological and human-use resources;

· RISK ASSESSMENT INDEX (RAI) AND DISPERSANT APPLICATION INDEX (DAI) MAPS

The maps present possible sources of oil pollution and overall risk from oil pollution by means of a Risk Assessment Index. The different risk levels of the areas are illustrated with different colors. 

Dispersant application Index map provide information about the areas where the application of dispersants for oil spill response is allowed, restricted or forbidden. 
The areas of dispersant application should be presented on the RAI and DAI map by red colored dashed lines and red symbols (letters), showing where the application is allowed, restricted or forbidden.
